Since the period fixed for 
filing the bills expired, 
both houses of the Legisla­
ture have become more of a 
law-making body than a de­
bating club. The work has 
been distributed among the 
committees, and as soon as it 

•has been acted upon, it is re­
ported to the Hquse for ac­
tion. This is the ordinary le­
gislative procedure, but since 
no new bills will now be-re­
ceived there is assurance that 
the usual clogging of commit­
tee work as the closure ap­
proaches will be effectively 

k avoided.
Thus, the business-like me­

thods injected into the pro­
cedure of legislation have 
been responsible for the last 
few days of the speedy man-

This is worthy of praise, but the Legislature should show 
something more than an increased activity to vindicate itself 
in the eyes of the public. This it can do when it enacts wise 
and useful laws.

THE NEW PRESIDENT

THE Municipal Council has a new president, and the honor 
has fallen upon Rosauro Almario.

The election of Mr. Almario as president of the board in­
spires in us the hope that the charges often heard against grafts 
and irregularities, which had been connected with the name of 
previous boards as well as with the present one, will have their 
end. Mr. Almario has the reputation of being independent and 
honest like all those whom he preceded in the elevated office at 
the City Hall, but who for some^reasons or other had also been’’ 
associated with the so-called “Fathers of the City” of whom pu­
blic opinion entertains sad experiences regarding the administra 
tion of the city by Democratas as well as Nacionalistas.

We believe that the President of the Municipal Board can 
do much to imprint upon the legislative body of the city the 
necessary sense of dignity and seriousness which protects it 
from falling into public suspicion. The president of the board 
is not without ample powers to induce his colleagues to so work 
that public confidence in it might be won.

We desire to interpret the plan of President Almario to 
create a consulting board of newspapermen and what he has 
announced that the records of the board will be open to the pu­
blic, as the first step he has in mind to remove the Uity Hall 
from the clouds of suspicion that hang over itv>

Not all that is said or head about the “Fathers of the City” 
are necessarily true, but suspicion is more injurious than truth 
itself.

Yo tuve ocasion de ver anestesiar 
a un mono (cinocefalo) durante una

Se pone 
pl mono en una caja o jaula de ma­
tters cuadrada de 80 centimetros de 
,altura, largo y profundidad, monta- 
da sobre ruedas. Uno de los lados 
de la jaula tiene una doble puerta; 
una de varillas de hierro, y otra de 
,madera que se cierra cuando se he- 
chan los vapores anestesicos. En el 
•lado opuesto se halla un deposito lle- 
no de un kilogramo de cloruro de 
,etilo que desemboca por un tubo pe- 
.queiio al interior de la jaula. Debajo 
de este deposito hay una pequeha 
.ventanilla de cristal por la cual se 
^puede iluminar por medio de una 
damplara electica el fondo de la caja.

una compresa sin separarlo del cor­
don espermAt'co.

LA Argentina es el tercer pais 
de America del Sur que ha 

realizado este ano una “revolucion” 
victoriosa. Pero, al contrario que 
Bolivia y el Peru, que han seguido 
la tradicion de los frequences golpes 
de Estado y pronunciamientos, la Ar­
gentina era hasta ahora el unico pais 
de America latina donde no habia 
habido desde hace 30 anos un golpe 
de Estado.

In propor­
tion as the facilities for higher edu­
cation are increased, a better quality 
of instruction will be offered and a 
greater number of people may be 
allowed to secure intellectual and 
professional training. In Germany, 
higher education has been so liberal­
ly and abundantly supported that it 
has enabled that’ country to become 
the emporium of »?ientific culture 
responsible for the numerous disco­
veries made by that country ir. our 
present day, which have revolutioniz­
ed the conditions of its. industries 
and ’ndustrial organizations. In our 
own country where we have only one 
State University, too much harmful 
bargaining in the financial help and 
support given to the institution is 
going on, all being due mostly to an 
incomprenhensible refusal to recog­
nize the influence that a University 
exerts upon the state of civilization 
of ar.y country. The relatively tar­
dy economic development of the Phil­
ippines is due in a large measure to 
the lack of interest on the part of the 
people of scientific training to in­
quire into the forces which govern, 
economic productidft and the methods 
of systematic distributing ar.d mar-
keting of farm and manufactured 
products. We need men who would 
devote their time to the methodical 
study of their problems, and, to my

GOVERNOR DAVIS MESSAGE TO .ILOCOS
Dear Friends:

It is a pleasure to greet you today and through you the peo­
ple of the Ilocano provinces whose insistence, that their children 
be given an Opportunity for higher education, has made this 
Branch of the University of the Philippines possible.

The University of the Philippines seeks to serve the need 
of the whole country by supplying it with the technical direc­
tion needed to develop its splendid resources, both material and 
social, for the benefit of the nation and the world. It is neither 
convenient nor materially practicable to require all students to 
make the sacrifice demanded in leaving their homes at a tend­
er age to do the required pre-professional work in Manila. So 
the University comes to you that you may keep your children 
with you two years longer, while they prepare themselves to 
enter upon their professional studies.

To do this, the University is making the sacrifice which 
always follows division of the students body and the added cost 
of administration of colleges situated at a distance from the ad­
ministrative seat. You, too, are making sacrifices with typical 
Ilocano cheerfulness.

President Palma tells me the Province of Ilocos Sur has 
assumed the. burden of housing the University. This is an act 
worthy of the sons of the first pioneers of the Malay race who 
came searching for a country where they could lay up treasure, 
not in abundance of goods but in numbers of strong men and 
women capable of carrying on the pursuit of their ideal in civi­
lization.

Civilization with its varied inven­
tions and rapid transitions has never 
before reached the apex of the won­
derful progress that we note in it 
today*, because in no time has there 
been a greater number of universi­
ties in the world, and in no age has 
there been a better realization of the 
usefulness and influence of such In­
stitutions in the march of progress 
than in the age to which we belong. 
But the realization of the beneficent 
influence of higher education has not 
been deeply rooted * in the minds of 
our people. A number of people be­
lieves that the-function of the Uni­
versity is merely to produce profes­
sional and technical men, when ad­
mittedly this is the least possible 
function that can be assigned to a 
university. The true function of a 
university is to transmit to its age 
the achievements of the human race 
in all branches of knowledge and to 
improve this knowledge by means of

the, contribution made by every 
member of its instructional staff. 
The University is in duty bound not 
only to teach and' impart know­
ledge, but also to prepare and 
pave the way for a better fu­
ture by adding to the common 
stock of information the intellectual 
production of every member of the 
body of instructors in its employ so 
that a far wiser world might be evol­
ved. It is shocking to discover that 
there lingers in the mind of some 
people the notion that there exists a 
latent antagonism between elementa­
ry instruction and higher education, 
when as a matter of fact both have 
different objectives and different 
fields^pf activities of their own. 
While primary instruction reaches 
down all citizens and is calculated 
mainly to mould the plastic minds of 
the youth and make them adaptable 
to the requirements of modern de­
mocracy, higher educat:on, however, 
is only within the reach of a small 
privileyed group, privileged, I say, 

not because of birth, or social posi­
tion and riches, but because of its 
intellectual, moral and spiritual ap­
titudes and its acad mic attainments, 
and it serves not merely the interest 
of democracy but in a larger measure 
alsothe interests of truth and wis­
dom. Elementary instruction fur­
nishes the indispensable rudiments 
of knowledge to all citizens who would 
be useful in a democracy, while high­
er education trains those who have 
already acquired the basical rudi­
ments of knowledge in some special­
ized fields, and gives them the neces­
sary skill to trace the scattered frag­
ments of truth, assembling them and 
interpreting1 them in terms of prac­
tical truth and in useful forms of 
life for mankind. And yet, notwith­
standing all these, our sympathy is 
wholly directed toward primary in­
struction while we are pleased to 
look askance at higher education and, 
this even, on the part of those who 
have reaped and enjoyed the bene­
fits of higher education!

Unless both of these needs are at­
tended to simultaneously, it seems to 
me that the proper balance between 
the necessities of civilization and the 
reahirements of democracy ir. this 
country will never be attained. To 
enrich the achievements of the race 
in all fields of culture is a work so 
important and so essential as to in­
clude necessarily in itself the task 
of wiping away illiteracy and of es­
tablishing a minimum level of popu­
lar culture among the masses of the» 
people. If we promote but one of 
these two national purposes, to the 
•'.eglect and detriment of the other 
sooner or later the country will ex­
perience the loss of balance and suf­
fer injuries which come from a lack 
of a new amalgam in the cultural in­
heritance of the race, which, if it 
remains stationary even momentari­
ly, would undermine the work of ele­
mentary instruction and would bring 
cut in hold relief our inability to 
maintain our position ,in this world 
of rude and merciless competition.
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Year's gf Struggle For <^An Idea
MUCH is perhaps expected of 

me to say at the formal inau­
guration of this college which has 

been my cherished dream to see es­
tablished. In truth, there can be no 
better opportunity to express the 
motives and the hope which actuated 
m« in initiating its establishment 
than what has been extended me on 
this solemn occasion by the commit­
tee in charge of these festivities. I 

i wish to confess that I feel so little 
| toaay as I stand before you dominat­

ed by the emotion of one who, after 
having fought long and sacrificed 
patiently for a cause which constitut­
ed his life ambition, is able to con­
template at last the beautiful realiza­
tion of his dream. The idea of creat­
ing this college came, indeed, as a 
mere dream. Raving struggled 
hard in my student days to obtain a 
higher education, the thought came 
to me one day that it might lighten 
the burden of the youths of this re­
gion in their desire to attain a col­
lege education if a branch of the 
University of the Philippines is es­
tablished here. When I made public 
this idea for the first time, many re­
garded it as a youthful illusion, 
others as a rank impossibility; while 
not a few, unkindly or otherwise, con­
sidered it to be merely a political 
gesture. 'But more serious-minded 
men thought’more generously about 
it, and it was not long before it be­
came the subject of an insistent clam­
our. Frankly, the Legislature could 
not make up its mind about it. The 
Board of Regents of the University 
of the Philippines, too, considered it 
a very delicate question. And it was 
a true dilemma for the Governor Ge­
neral.

Since the introduction of House 
Bill No. 590 a few months before its 
approval as Act No. 2956 in 1921, 
which created this College, until the 
approval of Act No. 3667 in Decem­
ber, 1929, appropriating the necessa­
ry amount for its formal opening, up 
to last June when it was finally 
opened, it is impossible tp recount 
the one thousand and one obstacles 
encountered in the final establish­
ment of this institution during the 
long and tedious years that interven­
ed. There was need of a whole-heart­
ed, constant and patient devotion to 
the cause for one to endure with true 
Christian resignation the untold 
pangs of an uncertainty, and only 
the justice of our demand fortified 
me during the long struggle. The 

»creation of this College was not with­
out transcenlental effect upon the

and its location wil not prevent it

WITH India all upset, with 
battleships speeding to a

riotous Alexandria, and with Malta 
jn a muddle, it is doubtless mystify­
ing to Americans that the one and 
only circumstance at which the face 
of Ramsay MacDonald as Britain’s 
Prime Minister has been blanched 
“with horror was the impulsive gest­
ure of an otherwise harmless Labor 
Member, bearing the saintly if tur­
bulent name of Backett, who, after 
eloping recently to Gretna Green 
with an actress, endeavored also to 
run off with the mace of the House 
of Cotnmons. Women have chained 
themselves to a now abolished grille 
in front of their gallery; others 
have dropped bags of flour on leg­
islators below them; Fenians have 
startled the echoes of the House, 
at any rate, with bombs, and Zep- 
pelrns have released a serenade 
from the sky above. Butxto lay un­
holy hands on the mace! Unthink­
able! It is not done.

Exhibited in the glass case of a 
museum, the mace of the House of 
Commons would be no more than 
an interesting example of what a 
silversmith in London called Thom­
as Maundy could produce, with gild­
ing added, in 1649. Indeed, it is not 
even that. For maces suffer from 
attrit’on. No mace can be in con­
stant use for nearly three centuries, 
being handled, carried across the 
shoulder and cleaned, without los­
ing weight; and this mace has lost 
several ounces.

Yet, for some reason, the mace 
seems to have gained in importance 
all and npre than all that it has 
sacrificed to duty. So formidable 
is the taboo that surrounds the relic 
that for impious hands to touch it 
is no mere breach of Parliamentary 
etiquette, however audacious. It is 
one of those unpardonable offenses 
against decorum which cannot be 
mentioned in polite society without 
a shudder.

It is the intrinsic value of the 
mace that matters. Admittedly, this 
value is not great. If, then, the 
whole world is interested in the re­
cent spisode, it is because of what 
the mace as an emblem now sig­
nifies. In the Jerusalem of King 
Hezekish there was an old and ill­
shaped brazen serpent. To some 
people it was merely the bauble 
that the mace was to Oliver Crom­
well; “hehushtan,” they called it, a 
bit of junk, and they broke it up. 
But to others that brazen serpent 
was a symbol of salvation so vener­
ated for centuries, and as such 
they worshiped it.

Mace Stands in Parliament as the
Most Revered Object of
Authority

The historic British Parliament which rules 
Britania’s far-flung empire.

Constitution itself, England pro­
gressed. But in forms and cere­
monies a change to her is sheer 
anarchy. To this day the King’s 
assent to new statutes is intimated 
in Norman French. To this day 
members in the Commons bow not 
to the Speaker, as is supposed, but 
to an imaginary sacrament, re­
served as it used to be before the 
Reformation, on an altar at the 
cast end of St. Step<hen’s Chapel, 
where the House met. To this day 
there are woolsacks in the House 
of Lords, first set there in the 
reign of Queen Elizabeth to remind 
the peers that wool, of which the 
export had been prohibited, was the 
basis of the national wealth.

To this day the Beefeaters of the 
Tower search the v vaults of the 
Palace of Westminster before the 
opening some later Guy Fawkes 
and a gunpowder plot. To this day 
no message can be sent to the 
Commons by the King through 
the Gentleman Usher of the Black 
Rod without the doors being shut 
in his face as a precaution against 
a further attempt by his Majesty, 
after the manner of King Charles I,

to arrest five members. War and 
revolution have swept Europe, but 
of these ancient forms not one has 
been altered by so much as the most 
minute detail.

Read “ the form and order” of the 
King’s coronation and we are 
amazed by this apparent perpetua­
tion of chivalric autocracy. Not only 
is the King crowned, but he is 
anointed, girded as a knight, pres­
ented with his spurs and his swords, 
his orb and his sceptres, his ring 
and his robes. Holding a Parliamen­
tary t'tle to his throne, he is sur­
rounded with all the ceremonial of 
divine right. When the next corona­
tion comes, so will it be again.

In seizing the mace, it was this 
deep subconscious reverence for 
the past, shared by all parties and 
classes in England, that the offend­
ed defied. ’ Ovei- the politics of the 
moment, let men differ. But how­
ever deep the difference, let them 
respect that heritage of which all 
of them alike are trustees. In the 
shouts of anger, the clamorous de­
mands for retribution and apology, 
the latent memories of a thousand 
years of vivid history were stirred

from slumber. Parties are phases. 
But the mace is continuous. Burke 
is ?ts guardian, and Chatham, and 
Fox; they rise from their graves, 
and with the Peels and the Glad­
stones, John Bright and Disraeli, 
they say to the extremist. “Thus, 
far shalt thou go, but no further.”

In defining the symbolism of the 
mace, there has been displayed re­
cently some lack of acquaintance 
with the facte. It is true that the 
mace accompanies the Speaker. 
But it is not true that the mace 
lies on the table only, when the 
Speaker is in the chair. If the 
Deputy Speaker or any other sub­
stitute were presiding over the 
House in session, the mace would 
be exposed.

Nor is the mace an as emblem 
attached especially to the Speaker’s 
office. Lord Mayors and Mayos 
have maces. Certain of the univer- 
sit es have maces. The Parliaments 
of the dominions have maces. A 
Holyrood there is the male of the 
Lord High Treasurer of Scotland, 
and, last but not least, certain 
American Colonies — for instances, 
Virginia and South Carolina—still 
preserve the maces that they used 
before the Revolution. In an insult 
to the mace were is involved a 
far deeper blasphemy than would 
be suggested by one of the many 
tiffs with the Chair by which it is 
the habit of excitable members to 
entertain a grateful community.

By derivation, the word mace 
means, and is akin to, the word 
“mace” to soften hides. But in the 
tapestries of Bayeux—to offer one 
reference—we note that long before 
the mace became a symbol, still 
less a bauble, it had been used as 
a weapon. A bishop, like Odo the 
Norman, wished to play his part in 
battle. By canonical law, he <vas 
forbidden as a prelate to shed 
blood. Hence, he . brandished not 
a sword, but a mace. For a cut, 
there would be penance. But a blow 
on the other man’s helmet was at 
once strictly ecclesiastical and no 
less effective on that account.

Yet, strictly speaking, it would 
not be true to say that the pallor 
on the check and lips of Prime 
Minster MacDonald was due to 
the intensity susceptibilities of Odo, 
Bishop of Bayeux. The mace is 
useful not only as a weapon of re­
ligion but also it has a meaning, 
deeper by far than any such mqf 
dieval precedent.

In the twelfth century Kings 
liked to be safe. Hence, it is be­
lieved, Richard Cocur de Lion, 
among others, organized a body­
guard around, the royal person a 
kind of household regiment, whose
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soldiers were called his sergeants- 
at-arms. Like the police in New 
York, they'carried maces, and to- 
Aiy His Majesty King George re­
tains ten of these protective war- 
jiors. He lends one of them to 
the Lord Chancellor as a warning 
to obstreperous Marquises. He 
lands another sergeant-at-arms to 
the Speaker as and less prevent 
precaution against the occasional 
rioting that interrupts the sagacity 
of the House Commons. It is 
this sergeant-at-arms whose most 
formidable bludgeon is still the 
mace.

Even the Commonwealthh decided 
that, after all, there ought to be a 
mace, and its mace, indeed, is in 
part the mace only used. One 
change, however, had to be made. 
As the regicides cut off the head of 
King Charles I, and installed the 
Lord Protector, so did King Charles 
II cut off the head of the Lord Pro- 
tceor’s mace and restors .the royal 
emblems. In the fashionable game 
cf decapitation, it was tit-for-tat.

Among the, essentials of the Brit­
ish Constitution, the best adver­
tised has been, doubtless, the Great 
Seal. If the Great Seal be lost, life 
in England ceases to be lived. 
Hence, the kindly thought in the 
mind of King James II when, at 
his emigration, he dropped the 
great seal into the River Thames. 
Hence, the alarm of Lord Chancel­
lor Thurlow when, just as Pitt 
wanted to dissolve Parliament the 
Great Seal disappeared from his 

. house and was never recovered. 
Hence, the embarrassment of Lord 
Chancellor Eldon when, with his 
house burning and the maids in 
their night robes busily passing 
buckets of water to extinguish the 
flames, he buried the Great Seal in 
his garden, and then forgot where, 
wh'cK meant that his family had 
to spent most of the next day dig­
ging in the flower beds. When 
Lord Haldane visited America, so 
it is said, he hid the Great Seal 
with so Hegelian an ingenuity that 
nobody knew where to look for it.

But, however, interesting may be 
the vicissitudes of the Great Seal, 
it stands as a symbol second to the 
mace. The seal is a signature, 
something that the King does. 
Hence; it is renewed at the acces­
sion of each sovereign who comes 
to the throne.

But the mace represents, not the 
sovereign as a person, but sovereign­
ty as an abiding principle. The 
mace goes on forever, a permanent 
expression, like the eagles and fas­
ces of Rome, of the safety and 
sanctity of ultimate authority in 
,the realm, by whomsoever it may be 
exercised. If the Great Seal were 
absent, the House of Lords could 
sit. But not without the mace. So 
in the House of Commons. If the 
Speaker is ill, there are deputies 
who can take his place. But if the 
mace be mislaid, it has no deputy,

The mace 
restores the past, unifies the pres­
ent, guarantees the future. It is 
to institutional Britain what the 
flag is to the United States of 
America. It is the Crown in ac­
tion. It is the King, present if 
only in symbol. It expresses no 
opinion. It belongs to no party. 
It removes no grievance. But is 
does serve as a reminder. With 
the mace in position, no man can 
forget wholly that the nation is 
greater than the individual.

Well, he was not far 
wrong, and not mad at all, as Cer­
vantes sought to prove him.

That is the unanimous verdict of 
El Toboso. Woe to the casual visi­
tor who disputes it. We did not 
dispute it. Instead, we nodded sym­
pathetically and followed Don Jaime, 
who had been joined by this time 
by his nephew and a mysterious in­
dividual in a coat with “A. M.” on 
the lap,el, into the “Biblioteca Cer- 
vantina,” over which Don Jaime 
presides by virtue of being the most 
enthusiastic champion in the town 
of the reality and nobility of Dul­
cinea. Outside, silently watching 
over Rocinante-from-Detroit, Paco

adventure, despite the frantic at­
tempts of Sancho to get him back 
into the cold world of reality.

And suddenly, as if to convince 
us, once for all, that we were liv­
ing in the past and likely to en­
counter the Knight of the Rueful 
Countenance and his squire any 
minute, we rounded a corner and 
came upon—windmills! Real one 
this time, old ones, plenty of their., 
dotted along the horizon before us. 
They appeared suddenly, exactly as 
they had appeared to Don Quixote, 
when he thought them wicked giants 
waving gigantic arms and charged 
full-tilt against them, only to be un-
horsed, get some of the first of his 
many bruises and suffer one of the 
first of his many disillusionments. 
There they were, the windmills of 
Criptana, waving impudent arms at 
us, daring us to drive Rocinante- 
from-Detroit against them, as Don 
Quixote had driven Rocinante of the 
melancholy eye. But—alas!—we 
were living in a craven age. We 
had been traveling for many miles. 
We were tired. We/ were hungry. 
Bestowing upon the -vyindmills of 
Criptana only a pasing glance, we 
commanded Sancho-Paco:

“Head for Alcazar de San Juan. 
We shall lunch there.”

More fields of reddishbrown, dot­
ted with sparse yellow crops; more 
carpets of poppies, touching their 
somber surroundings with a sudden 
blaze of colors; more winddmill, 
most of them in ruins, crowning the 
heights to right and left; more coun­
try folk, ' seamed, sunburned and 
sturdy, eyeing us with that tinge of 
reserve which never leaves a Casti­
lian be he hidSwgo or laborers. Now 
and then flicks passed over fields 
road—goats or- sheep, mingled with 
horses and donkeys, flanked by dus­
ty dogs, the rear brought up. the 
shepherds biblical in their primit ve- 
nes. And, above, across the sky,

stretched masses of gray clouds, 
"rouping themselves into fantastic 
effects over the dull, flat expanse of 
land beneath. “Is it any wonder,” 
wrote a famous Spanish author who 
once followed in the footsteps of 
Don Quixote, “that men go mad in 
La Mancha? Is it any wonder that 
La Mancha produced the divine mad­
man, the greatest lunatic of all luna­
tics?”

And yet there is charm about La 
Mancha, a fascination hard to put 
into words. And there is a sense of 
solidarity with landscape and people 
which comes over even transient, 
speeding motorists. For example, as 
speed through a dusty town, a youth 
rushed out of a hovel and imperious­
ly beckoned Paco to stop. Paco 
stopped.

"■Going to Alcazar de San Juan, 
aren’t you?” inquired the youth.

‘Yes,” said Paco. The youth 
handed him a bundle.

“Will you have the goodness to 
deliver this at Pancho’s bar, to the 
left, as you enter the town? Some­

body will be there, expecting it. 
Thank you, senor.”

The youth disappeared as suddenly 
as he had ^appeared. Paco looked 
at us and nodded disparagingly to­
ward the bundle, as much as to say: 
“Haven’t these Manchegans a dread­
ful nerve?” But it never occurred 
to him to refuse to carry the bundle. 
Nor did it occur to us. We were un­
der a sort of Quixote spell. Off 
chugged Rocinar.te-from-Detroit.

Allcazar de San Juan is in the ve­
ry centre of La Mancha and as typi­
cal a Manchegan town as you can 
find. It claims to be the birthplace 
of Cervantes and maintains its claim, 
with all the obduracy that is charac­
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teristic of La Mancha, in the teeth 
of excellent evidence to the contrary, 
backed by no less an authority than 
the Spanish Academy. The members 
of the Academy have decided that 
Cervantes was born many miles 
away, at Alcala de Henares. But 
what cares Alcazar de San Juan for 
the chatterings of dry-as-dust “aca- 
demicos”? In its church is a bap­
tismal certificate of one Cervantes, 
with these words scribbed on the 
margin: “This is he who wrote 
‘Don Quixote.’ ” In vain have “aca- 
demicos” pointed out that the exist­
ence of that marginal note is not 
proof that what it states is gospel 
truth; in vain have they brandished 
before the eyes of the inhabitants of 
Alcazar de San Juan not only the 
baptismal certificate of another, 
Cervantes—Miguel de Cervantes de 
Henares, but also statements by Cer­
vantes himself that Alcala was his 
birthplace. The Manchegans of Al­
caraz merely sneer. And for miles 
round about Alcazar de San Juan the 
title of “academico” is in enormous 
disrepute. “Born in Alcald; indeed! 
Bah! Isn’t that just like an ‘aca­
demico?’ ”

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An Old Emperor Is Remembered
----------- 0O0------------.

TOMORROW is the centenary 
of the Emperor Francis Jo­
seph’s birth, and a memorial tablet 

is to be unveiled in the Votive Church 
in Vienna, the slender Gothic struc­
ture which was raised to commemo­
rate his ecape from assassination in 
1853. It is the first occasion on 
which Vienna and Europe have had 
br.th the leisure and the clear-mind- 
cdncss to review a reign which bulks 
so large in their common history. It 
is an occasion which has been worth 
awaiting, for events which occurred 
after his death have given him an 
even greater meaning than the hun­
dreds of carefully prepared and 
never published obituaries of 1916 
gave him.

It was not known in 1916 that the 
Emperor Charles, who succeeded 
him, was to abdicate in 1918 and 
that Austria-Hungary was then to 
disappear from the ranks of the 
great powers, its lands to be divided 
up among sever, national States. It 
is known now that the brief reign 
of the Emperor Charles was a mere 
postlude, that in reality the empire 
of the Hapsburgs died with the old 
Emperor in 1916, and that the fall 

■ of that empire was in a political 
sense the most important event in 
Europe since the fall of Rome's 
Western empire fifteen centuries 
ago.

Tomorrow’s program ir. Vienna 
will not be a monarchist demonstra­
tion, for the republic has turned its 

• back on the Hapsburg and has 
tr.ught its citizens, outwardly at 
least, to do the same. Does the So ­
viet mourn the Czars? Do the Turks 
mourn the Sultans? No more does 
the Republic of Austria mourn the 
Hapsburgs. What has happened 
had to happen. It was a necessary 
part of that revolution which first 
broke upon Europe when the Paris 
mob stormed the Bastile on July 14, 
1789.

Hungary excepted, the ten nations 
of the old empire have settled their 
accounts with the Hapsburgs in full. 
A whole .generation died for the 
Hapsburgs during the war and no 
Hapsburg monarchism now remains 
anywhere in the old empire. Hun­
gary always excepted. The Repub­
lic of Austria has thrown open the 
great Hapsburg palaces to its own 
citizens and has preserved for its 
own and the world’s enrichment every

item of the incalculable 
sburg treasures which 
peace treaties left to it. 
of the surviving Hapsburgs 
have left for more congenial 
climates, Spain or example, 
and the impoverished few who 
remain in the republic are to­
lerated as long as they remain 
good republicans. If tomor­
row’s program has the effect 
of clothing the old Emperor in 
colors of rose, it will only be 
because Vienna has served six 
centuries of Hapsburgs and 
the melancholy of an old and 
departed glory will seek such 
passing expression as it can 
find.

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Davis Reverses Stimson’s Bank Policy
----------- 0O0------------

Present Chief Executive Believes in Economic 
Development Which Aids Small Far­

mers Instead of Big Corporations

THE reshaping of the policies of 
the Philippine National Bank 

for the purpose of enabling it to as­
sume an assured position of digni­
ty and responsibility is now under 
proces^ under the close personal su­
pervision and direction of Governor- 
General Davis, who, besides being an 
administrator and executive, is a 
banker note by profession.

The crucial period between 1917 
and 1922 which almost marked the 
complete collapse of the government- 
controlled banking institution, bes­
mirched the name and prestige of 
the bank to such an extent that even 
now black splotches are still appa­
rent. As a result of the application 
of unsound banking principles in 
the operation of the bank the institu­
tion stood on the brink of ruin and 
the bank officials found their books 
showing a loss of P61,952,000 or al­
most twice its capital stock.

Governor Wood took the carabao 
bj the horns and grappled with such 
vigor that the day was saved. The 
bank was pulled from the precipice 
over which it hung dangerously but 
it was left near the brink, limp and 
almost helpless. Slowly, ever so 
slowly the bank regained its lost po­
wer until now the institution^ accord­
ing to Governor Davis, is “on a 
sounder financial basis than at any 
period since its rehabilitation.”

The Philippine National Bank has 
always afforded a peculiar problem 
to the government. Governor-Gene­
ral Stimson began where General 
Wood left off. With that cautious­
ness that w_as characteristic of Mr. 
Stimson as chief executive, he pon­
dered over the barnacle-bottomed 
question: whether the government 
should get rid of this “hite elephant” 
corporation or continue controlling 
its activities. Governor Stimson there 
wore great and varied problems 
which would have to be faced in 
either alternative.

Then appeared 
on the scene Governor-General 
Dwight Davis who succeeded Gover­
nor Stimson as Malacanang incum­
bent.

Governor1' Davis had one great ad­
vantage over Mr. -Stimson relative 
to the determination of questions 
pertaining to the Philippine Natio­
nal Bank: Mr. Davis is a banker by 
ti aining. Governor Davis agreed 
that the government should continue 
its control of the bank. Banker Da­
vis, , however, saw at a glance that 
the bank’s condition- was nothing to 
be proud of. Having been schooled 
in sound banking principles and 
practices Governor Davis saw plen­
ty of room for improvement. He 
saw that the bank could be utilized to 
help jfromete the economic prosper­
ity of the country, thereby playing- 
an important role in the development 
of the Philippines.

Governor DaVis and Governor 
Stimson did not excatly agree in 
vhat manner the National Bank 
should play this role of promoter of 
economic development. Governor 
Stimson apparently favored the con­
centration of the bank’s’loans to the 
larger industries such aS sugar while 
Gcverhor' Davis believed that the 
greatest benefit in the long run to 
the country would be to render aid 
to the small farmers who sadly lsfek- 
cd credit facilities. Governor Davis 
criticized the concentration of loans 
to sugar magnates as being against 
the principles of sound banking.

Governor Stimson also favored the 
expansion of the bank’s activities 
while Governor Davis believes that 
ai. attempt to expand the activities 
of the bank might prove disastrous.

Governor DaVis went about the 
task of estabalizing and rehabilitat­
ing the Philippine National Bank in 
business-like fashion. He hailed the 
runking officials of the various 
banks in the Philippines and other 
financiers into a corferenCe ar-’

commendations for improvement in 
general banking conditions of the Is­
lands. The bankers were glad of 
the opportunity offered them and
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various constructive changes were 
proposed.

Three outstanding problems faced 
Governor Davis in his task of placing 
the Philippine National Bank on a 

sound basis. These problems 
were; first, the use of the bank’s fa­
cilities to afford the small farmers 
of the Philippines adequate credit 
facilities without over-stepping the 
principles of sound barking; second, 
the establishment of branch offices 
cf the bank in various parts ojf the 
archipelago and the further expan­
sion of the bank’s activities; and 
third, the concentration of loans to 
the sugar industry.

The first of this trio of problems 
is still being worked out. It is one 
in which Governor Davis is deeply 
interested because he believes the 
small farmers are not accorded suf­
ficient credit facilities with reason­
able rates of interest.

The second and third problems 
have been judiciously studied by the 
chief executive and he has openly 
expressed himself against both the 
proposal to expand the bank’s acti­
vities and the concentration of loans 
in any one industry.

Only last week Governor Davis 
called attention of officials of the 
National Bank to the dangers attend­
ant to the expansion o fthe ^bank’s 
activities and the limiting of most of 
its Ioans to any one industry. Said 
Covernor Davis: 

“We must also not forget that the 
bank has many millions of charged 
off assets which require constant at­
tention as the result of unfortunate 
operations of the past, and finally 
we must not forget that, excluding 
operations abroad, from one-half to 
two-thirds of the total loans are de­
pendent upon the prosperity of the 
sugar industry for liquidation. The 
grave danger in this heavy concentra­
tion in one industry must be obvious 
to every one at all familiar with fi­
nancial affairs. At the present this 
sitaution is always a potential sour­
ce of trouble, and in the future un­
der different conditions it might well 
cause the ruir. of the entire country.

“"When it is realized that more 
than 60-% of the total deposits of 
the bank are made up of government 
funds of one class or another, it is 
clear that every taxpayer in the Is­
lands is deeply interested in seeing 
to it that the bank progresses on 
sound, safe conservative lines, at 
least until the rehabilitation is com­
plete and the banking structure is 
securely rebuilt. Neither in money 
nor in prestige can the bank or the 
government afford to risk another 
financial disaster or even to adopt 
new plans for expansion along other­
wise safe lines until the bank is 'able 
to carry them out successfully.”

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Lipa Prisident Case
Reaches High Court

Legal Battle Waged Concerning Authority 
of Legislature To Commit

Him To Jail

THE case of President Lopez of 
Lipa, Batangas, which has 

created a great sensation since the 
assault alleged to have been commit­
ted by him against the person of Re­
presentative Dimayuga, also of Li­
pa, Batangas, was heard and argued 
before the Supreme Court last Tues­
day morning. It has been brought 
to this high tribunal on appeal from 
the denial of the lower court to grant 
the petitioner a writ of habeas cor­
pus.

As it must bo remembered, this 
case arose on the assault made 
by President Lopez against the 
person of Representative Dimayuga 
at the hallway of the Session Hall of 
the House of Representatives when 
the latter was proceeding to attend 
the session. This happened on Oc-’ 
tobcr 23, 1929, during the period of 
the second session of the Philippine 
Legislature. After investigation and 
hearing, the House of Representa­
tives passed a resolution condemning 
the act of President Lopez, and find­
ing him guilty of contempt for which 
a penalty of 24 hours imprisonment 
at the- Bilibid. Prison has been im­
posed.

To comply with this resolution of 
the House of Representatives a war­
rant of arrest signed by the Acting 
Speaker was issued against President 
Lopez. But somehow' or other .the 
president cunningly evaded the ar­
rest until the ajournment of the se­
cond session on November 8, 1929. 
But on September 17, 1930, a new 
resolution of the House of Represen­
tatives was apptoved, authorizing 
the Speaker to order anew his ar­
rest. Consequently, through the aid 
of the Philippine Constabulary, the 
L:pa president was arrested who, in 
answer to the order of arrest, imme­
diately presented a writ of habeas 
corpus at the Court of-First Instance 
of Manila, and a corresponding bond 
of P200 was put up by him for his 
provisional liberty. However, this 
only put him technically under ar­
rest.

Congress of the United States, has 
no inherent power to imprison a per­
son in a regular penitentiary, be­
cause that prerogative is essentially 
judicial, and itcan only be exercised 
by the judiciary. Assistant Atorney- 
Gt neral Bengson who represented the 
House refuted this argument by simp­
ly saying that the Philippine Islands, 
according to the opinion of Justice 
Malcolm, is not a .colony, so the 
House of Representatives cannot be 
considered a colonial legislature.

The defending attorneys concluded 
that the House of Representatives, 
havng ajourned its period of second 
session on November 8, 1929, during 
which the alleged offense was com­
mitted, has thereby lost its jurisdic­
tion over the person'of the offender 
anl the offense charged, so that, the 
new resolution passed during this, 
present session ordering anew the 
arrest of the petitioner, is null and 
void. This argument was answered 
with the assertion that the power 
and authority of the Legislature to 
ptanish any person who commits an of­
fense against it extends until the Le­
gislature has ceased to exist as a 
body or its term has expired.

As to the authority of the House 
of 'Representatives to require any 
peace pfficer to arrest the Lipa pre­
sident^ iff is concluded that there is 
no law in the Philippines vesting 
that power to the Legislature, and 
there is no precedent to be found in 
which a peace officer had been de­
signated by the Legislature to make 
the arrest which is supposed to be 
executed by the sargent-at-arm. 
This argument was refuted by the 
attorney-general who argued that

In a resolution recommended by 
the president of the university of the 
Philippines and approved by the 
boa,rd of regents during their spe­
cial meeting this week, members of 
the faculty are forbidden to “sell, 
directly or indirectly, any class text, 
either in the form of a book, or qgt 
lir.es, or readings, unless the same 
has been previously prescribed by the 
department, and the price thereof 
approved by a committee to be de* 
signated by the president for the pur­
pose.”

The Torres bill authorizing the 
director of the national library to 
write authentic biographies of the 
heroes, martyrs and patriots of the 
Philippines, was recently recom­
mended for discussion and approval" 
in the lower house.

According to the author of the 
measure, the teaching of these bio­
graphies to the school children is 
the most effective way of disseminat­
ing and inculcating in their minds a 
sane nationalism.

The Cebu Medical Association is 
now preparing scientific papers on 
birth control which will be rtlaved 
to the birth control association of 
the United States to see if the lat­
ter body can use it in connection with 
tht- bill on birth control to be pre- 
senttd in Congress. Dr. Cesar Fi- 
loteo prepared the papers.

Tariff acts protecting Philippine 
cement, corn, rice beef, lumber and 
poultry products are included in the 
remaining program of the present 
legislature, according- to plans con­
templated by Acting Senate Pres­
ident Osmeha. He is himself plan­
ning to introduce a oill to protect the 
local corn industry from foreign 
competition.

Six deputy governors of Davao 
have been dismissed from the service 
or the charge of inefficiency and 
negligence in the discharge of their 
duties. T he bureau of non-Christian 
tribes is selecting the successors to 
these discharged officials.

The twelfth anniversary of the 
death of Tomas Claudio, Filipino 
hero “who gloriously sacrificed his 
life in one of the most bitterly fought 
battles during the World War for 
the sake of democracy,” was observ­
ed last Monday in Morong, Rizal, 
under the auspices of municipal of­
ficials, school organizations and the 
parrochial church. There was a 
gland parade in the morning and an 
evening program featured by songs, 

speeches, addresses, declamations 
dialogues and dances.

The leaf miner condition in Lagu- 
n is being rapidly improved and ce- 
conut trees show signs of new fresh­
ness, following the the severe attach 
o" the pest, according to Secretary 
Alunan of agriculture and natural' 
resources in his latest report oA 
conditions in Laguna to the governor 
general.

The method of leprosy, cure in 
Culion colony has drawn praise from 
a noted leprologist, Dr. Anton Des- 
potopoulos of Athens. In a letter re­
cently received by Dr. Eubanas, for­
mer chief of the leprosy division of 
the San Lazaro Hospital, Dr. Despo- 
tcpoulos declared that the treatment 
of leprosy in the Philippines, part­
icularly in Culion, is one of the most 
successful in the yorld. The noted 
leprologist spoke with authority of 
the local leprosy work in view of the 
fret that he has recently finished 
his survey of leprosy treatment sta­
tions all over the world.

An expected deficit of P359,191.- 
57 in the city’s appropriation for 
1931 is the problem faced by the 
mayor and the city finance officials 
in their study of the proposed estim­
ates of expenditures submitted by 
all the city departments. The total 
outlay in the proposed budget for 
for 1931 amounts to P7,919,191.57 
while the estimated income of .the 
city next year as calculated, by the 
city treasurer will be or.ly about P7,- 
560,000. This will cause an estimated 
shortage of P359,191.57.

The choice of a vice-governor gen­
eral for the Philippine Islands will 
in all probability have to wait until 
next year. Congress will convene 
very shortly and it is not expected 
that the President will be able to 
make his nomination for the vacant 
post before the session opens.

The imposition of a prison sen­
tence of eight years in each of the 
two cases against Robustiano R$s<-> 
les and F. Normandia, manager and 
bookkeeper, respectively, of the Cebu 
branch of the Philippine National 
Bank, will be asked by City Fiscal 
Felix, in his reply to the memoran­
da o f Attorney Pantaleon del Rosa­
rio, counsel for the accused. This 
wil mean, in case of conviction, an 
imprisonment of 16 years for Rosa­
les and 16 years for Normandia.
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
